Acknowledgement of paternity

Financial benefits 

Child benefit 

- claims to child benefit for children up to the age of 18  
- child benefit is paid monthly and amounts to:  

- for the first and second child 192 € 
- for the third child 198 € 
- for every other child 223 € 

- nationals of EU-states or countries with intergovernmen-
tal agreements have claims for child benefit if they are 
employed in Germany or live in Germany

- people with residence permit can receive child benefit. 
- get yourself advised at your service providers (Social 

welfare office/Sozialamt, Job Centre/Jobcenter) for the 
regulations Parental benefit 

- is a state support for parents, who themselves want 
to take care of their child after birth and are therefore 
unemployed or partly employed during this time. Parents 
who were not employed before the birth can also receive 
parental benefits. 

- must be submitted in writing 
- nationals of the EU-states or countries with intergovern-

mental agreements also have claims to parental benefit if 
they are employed in Germany or live in Germany. 

- people, owning a settlement permit fulfil these condi-
tions without exceptions. People, owning a residence 
permit only fulfil the conditions if she or he is or was 
entitled to employment in Germany. There are different 
regulations with forms of residence and their claims to 
parental benefit 

- get yourself advised at your service providers (Social 
welfare office/Sozialamt, job centre/Jobcenter) or at 
the parental benefit office of the youth welfare office/
Jugendamt IlmKreis for the regulations

Paediatricians

Benefits for education and participation 

- parents who receive unemployment benefit II, social aid, 
AsylblG, child supplement or housing benefit can apply 
for „Benefits for education and participation“ for social 
and cultural life for their children e.g. membership fee in 
sport- or culture clubs   

- information and consultation: 
- recipients of unemployment benefit II  at Job Centre/

Jobcenter 
- recipients of social aid, housing benefit, AsylblG and child 

support at the Social welfare office/Sozialamt

Childcare
Child day care from age 1 in kindergarten 

- legal claim for child day care from age 1 
- includes language support, professional childcare 
- possible times: Monday – Friday 
- you can get all information directly at the establishment 

or at the municipal administration of your home town 
- please register your child timely at the kindergarten to 

save a spot
- financial aids is possible for parental contribution and 

lunch money

Child day care from age 1 in day care (day mother) 

- another form of child day care 
- especially for children younger than 2 years
- mediation through youth welfare office/Jugendamt 
- financial aid possible parental contributions and lunch 

money

Under special circumstances a child day care for children 
under one year is possible. 

School registration 

- obligation for school attendance from age 6 
- application necessary at the primary school! 
- There will be a medical examination before the enrolment 

at the health department (Gesundheitsamt) (enrolment 
examination)

A man passes for the father of a child when, 
- he is married to the mother of the child or  
- the paternity is acknowledged through a certificate 

or 
- his paternity is determined by court decision.  

- if the parents aren’t married, it’s important that the 
paternity is legally attested by the parents

- acknowledgement of paternity confirms the relation 
between father and child and is the basis for the main-
tenance of benefits as well as pension entitlement, and 
hereditary title in case of the father’s death  

- acknowledgement of paternity is possible to get at the 
youth welfare office (Jugendamt -free of charge), regis-
try office (Standesamt -free of charge) or notary (with 
charges) 

- the father has to appear personally and be able to identify 
himself (passport, residence record) 

- the mother of the child has to approve acknowledgement 
of paternity 

- acknowledgement of paternity can be made before the 
birth 

Early detection examination  

- the birth of your child has to be announced within a week 
of birth, at the registry office (Standesamt) of the place of 
birth 

- this announcement contains: name and sex of the child, 
birth date, place of birth as well as the name of the 
parents 

- the issue of the birth certificate costs 7,00 € in Thuringia 
at the moment
